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Ash Wednesday

The imposition of ashes is often a central part of Ash
Wednesday Worship. Ashes have a lon, historg in biblical and
church traditions. In scripture, ashes or ﬁust symbolize frailty or
death (Gen. 18:27), sadness or mourning (Esther 4:3), judgment
Lam. >16), and repentance (Jon. 3:0). Some traditions also have
considered ash to be a puritying or cleansing agent. All these
images are caught up in the church’s use o as’hes as a symbol
appropriate for the ]ae?inning of Lent. In Chyrist’s passion we see
od's judgment on evil; in our penitence we express sorrow and
repentance for our sins; in our rededication we show that we are
urified and renewed. The ashes we use at St. ManJ’s, on Ash
ednesday are made l)g ]aurning the previous years palms
from Palm gundaq. Worshippers at the Ash Wednesday liturgy
" are invited to come forward to have the clergy make the sign ot
the cross on his or her forehead, saying * Remember that you are dust and to dust you shall return. "’

Ash Wednesday is one of only two fast days for Episcopalians on the church calendar and the Prayer Book calls
it a Daq of O]aligation for all Episcopalians to make a proper ]oeginnin of Lent by attending an Ash
Wednesday liturgy.
